to satisfy the SFC’s objectives for such a one-off allocation
(Section A); and



Agree to the utilisation of additional capital funding to target
digital poverty for learners in receipt of hardship funds (Section
B).

Delegated authority to the Chief Executive to agree the criteria,
following further discussion with Scottish Government and SAAS,
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for distribution of the additional capital investment for digital
poverty, including conditions of grant.
